The National Minimum Wage for those over 21 is £5.05 per hour. For those aged 18 to 21 or over 21 but in the first six months of a new job with a new employer and receiving accredited training, the rate is £4.25 per hour. The minimum wage for 16 and 17 year olds is £3.00 an hour.
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
